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News from your Parish Council  
What an amazing summer we have had, I donôt think we have ever 
looked so longingly at the sky and hoped for rain! Fortunately, that did 
not happen for the weekend of the Scarecrow and Music festival. Hun-
dreds of people were able to enjoy the activities and admire the scare-
crows; it never ceases to amaze me just how creative the people of 
Crick can be. There was a real sense of community and our thanks 
must go to all those who enabled the event to take place, from those 
on the committee to those who baked cakes and picked litter after-
wards. Everyone played a vital role. 
Our thanks must also go to Tim Cantwell, one of our Councillors who 
has sadly decided to step down. Although Tim was a relatively new 
member, his input has been invaluable as he has guided us through 
various grant applications, while also being a strong supporter of our 
battle against litter. We wish Tim all the best as his career takes a 
change of direction which will put greater pressure on his time. 
As Tim leaves, we welcome Michelle Gibbins. Michelle served on the 
council several years ago and was one of the founding organisers of 
the Scarecrow event. We look forward to embracing her enthusiasm 
and new ideas. In particular she is looking to rekindle the Youth Club 
and is looking for volunteers to assist her. 
The financial problems at Northants County Council have been head-
line news for several months and we have been warned that services 
and projects will be cut. However, the extent to which this will affect 
us, as yet we are not entirely certain. What we do know is that NCC 
will become a unitary authority, and DDC will disappear within the 
next 2 years. We have responded to their consultation,  but we believe 
that the decision to go to 2 authorities rather than 3 has already been 
made. This is certainly not in our best interests. There is already talk 
of the óharmonisationô of council tax, which will inevitably mean an 
óincreaseô for the rural areas in exchange for poorer services. Bus sub-
sidies will be cut, libraries are closing, and Highways are only dealing 
with the deepest potholes and very little else. I have not received any 
further information regarding the canal footbridge, but in view of the 
current economic climate, the likelihood of it proceeding is becoming 
less probable. However, on a more positive note, we have finally seen 
the parking provision at the Coop extended.  
We signed the PCSO agreement in June. Unfortunately, at the elev-
enth hour Kilsby decided to withdraw. This has meant that we have 
had to cover their portion of the financial arrangement, but in return 
we do have 2 PCSOs Les and Duncan who now cover only Crick and 
DIRFT.  
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Their local knowledge is invaluable and their increased presence 
around the village has already been noticed.  We are very grateful to 
DIRFT for providing the finance to enable us to continue with this very 
valuable asset. Other villages are not in our enviable position as they 
would likely have to shoulder the entire cost. 
In May a successful meeting took place with our MP, Chris Heaton-
Harris to discuss the problem of HGV parking and litter. Various other 
interested parties including representatives from DIRFT, Prologis, the 
Woodlands and concerned residents were present.  As a result, a 
schedule of priorities has been drawn up and we are moving closer to 
implementing them. We are certainly forging stronger links with 
DIRFT, and they are now investigating measures to stop HGVs parking 
both under the motorway and along the A5. You may well have al-
ready noticed that 2 laybys have now been coned off. We are also 
working with them to introduce further improvements. At the begin-
ning of August, they organised a voluntary litter pick along the A428 
either side of the J18 roundabout, and members of various organisa-
tions from DIRFT took part. The improvement along the roadsides was 
very noticeable, which made those areas where the various other au-
thorities have failed in their obligation to litter pick, even more of an 
eyesore.   
In May, DDC undertook an appraisal of the village to consider which 
areas would benefit from being designated as Conservation Areas. An 
exhibition and period of consultation will follow, probably in the au-
tumn, when villagers will have the opportunity to consider DDCôs pro-
posals. They are currently looking at several villages. 
My final point concerns Crick News itself. At the moment it is delivered 
to every household in the village four times a year, by the Councillors. 
It has been suggested that instead of delivering around the village, 
copies are made available in the Post Office, for those who would pre-
fer to read it as a hard copy or it is also available on line at 
www.crickparish.org.uk. I am sure that many of you eagerly anticipate 
the arrival of your óCrick Newsô, but we are conscious that some resi-
dents do not have the time or inclination to read it and consider it 
ójunk mailô. We would rather not be wasteful but before we make any 
decisions, we would like to try and gauge public opinion. If you would 
like to leave either a phone message or send an email, to Josie who is 
the editor, expressing your view either way, then we would have some 
basis on which to make a decision. 
As always, the aim of the Parish Council is to make Crick a safe and 
caring community. If you have any ideas or suggestions for improve-
ments we are always willing to listen, so please donôt hesitate to con-
tact one of us.

Simply because he chose not to open his shops on December 24th because he be-
lieved his employees should be at home with their families (he also refuses to open 
on Sundays for similar traditional Christian family reasons).

So, just to complete 

my social experiment I typed óGary Grant the Entertainerô into my Google search 

engine and back came the results: 848,000 million.
